Rules for 

Heart of the Rockies 
Chess Tournaments 

 
With the exception of time controls and recording of moves, the U. S. Chess Federation’s Official Rules of 
Chess (5th Edition), Edited by Tim Just and Daniel B. Burg, (New York: Random House Puzzles and Games, 
2003, 341 pp.) is used to resolve any disagreements during the event. A copy of this book will be available at 
the tournament. 
 
Special rules for the event include: 
1. Mutual respect will be shown for and by all players and observers. 
2. Game is to be completed in 45 minutes for each side. So each game may last up to one and a half hour. (Any 

player whose time expires before the game is completed will be declared the loser even though that person 
may have a better position). 

3. Pairings will be based on rules for a four round Swiss tournament. 
4. Enrollment for the tournaments are as advertised.  Early enrollments will be accepted.  Receive registration 

forms via E-mail to hgrant@grantscorner.org, or pmrthor@earthlink.net  or check our website 
http://salidarec.com/chess/.  Registration is offered at the door for an additional $5 fee.  

5. Fischer time rule do not apply.  
6. The Tournament Director will give an initial rating for unrated players based upon evaluated playing level, 

known by others or computer games. 
7. An additional fee of $5 is charged for registration at the door. 
8. Each section / class / level must have a minimum of 4 players.  With the approval of the player the 

Tournament Director can move players to another level in the event of insufficient number of players. 
9. USCF memberships required.  May be purchased through the Heart Of The Rockies Chess Club. 

 
Note: The touch-move rule is enforced. It says that if you touch a piece you must move it. If you touch an 
opponentÕs piece you must capture it. If itÕs not possible to make such a move or capture, there is no penalty. 
Exception: If you announce, ÒI adjustÓ (or the French equivalent “j’adoube”) before touching a piece or pieces, 
you may adjust without penalty.
